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Points to Ponder...

Matthew records the time when Jesus was encountered by the man with a withered hand.
Jesus said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” And at that moment that man had to decide.

So what were his options? He could have responded by saying:
“‘What do you mean?! You know very well that | can’t do that. Is this a joke?! My hand is withered!”

Or: “I appreciate your concern, Jesus, but if | try to do what you want me to do, it's going
to hurt,...a lot! So | think I'll just leave well enough alone. After all, | still have one good hand.”

Or: “I have become so used to this withered hand of mine, | don’t even think about it. | know
you mean well, Jesus, but really, I'm ok.”

Or: “I'm not sure how you’re going to make this happen, Jesus, or how this is going to feel,
but I'll take the chance, because when | think of what | would be able to do with two good hands...!!”

Well, you know, the scripture tells us that the man did decide to stretch out his hand as Jesus has
suggested. It was an act of faith, risking possible failure and embarrassment. It was an act of courage,

The man was obviously reaching out to a very good thing. And the result was surely a change for the better.
But it was change, nevertheless. His life would not be the same. New and better things would be

asked of him. He would be expected to assume more responsibility. His life would be different, and even
change for the better, can be discomforting. Therefore reaching out to change is nearly always an act of
faith,... and hope.

In the Presbytery of Coastal Carolina, things are changing. And while I’'m not suggesting that the Presbytery
is like the withered hand, | am suggesting that reaching out to new ways, some of which have already been
set in motion by Presbytery action last December, and more of which are yet to come, is an act of faith,...
and hope.

Reaching out to the new regional configurations, to new ways of providing for a camping program, to newly
established staff positions, and to the congregational visitation project that will soon be underway, is an
affirmation of faith. It is saying “God is not through with us in this corner of the kingdom. God has things in mind
for these Presbyterians that we haven’t even dreamed of yet!” Indeed, do we not also affirm that God is good,
and generous, and purposeful?!

So what are we to do, right now? Our job is to reach out our hand, in anticipation of what God has in mind.

Cape Fear Church Offers College Scholarship —

Cape Fear Presbyterian Church has established the Gladys Gainey Scholarship. Gladys Gainey (1907-1969) was a
long-time member of the Delgado Presbyterian Church in Wilmington, NC.

The scholarship amount of $500 will be awarded annually to the recipient and to the institution of enroliment,
accompanied by an Award Form and a letter to the recipient notifying him/her of the scholarship award.

It was a God-Sized Task! —

Grace Church, Beaufort making a difference...

Despite having an average weekly attendance of 38 and limited income, Grace
Presbyterian Church, Beaufort, NC built a new building during the month of December.

The Wednesday night study during the majority of 2007 was Henry Blackaby’s

Experiencing God. This study reminds us that “God is always at work around us,” and
that “God invites us to be become involved with Him and His work.” God was clearly at
work through the church. On Monday and Tuesday nights, the church hosts Boy Scouts,
Cub Scouts, and Girl Scouts—the only troops in Beaufort, reaching a total of 62 children
and youth! The main building was at maximum capacity for these meetings.

Experiencing God also emphasizes that God calls us to God-sized tasks that “lead to a crises of belief that
requires faith and action.” The big question was how can we build a building when we can barely pay our pastor? This
was a God-sized task for sure, but something God also Placed on some specific hearts that yes, indeed, this is what God
was calling us to do. Using the existing pavilion, which had been built years ago as a Scout Eagle Project, some funds
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reserved for future expansion, and through some large donations for the project, the building went from a paper dream to
a reality in just 3 short weeks from the time construction actually started. Although not completely finished, the building
was ready for use in January. It is being used on Tuesday nights for Boy Scout troop 572 and will be used to host the
Cub Scout Pine Wood Derby on March 8. Future plans for the building include Youth Group and Vacation Bible School as
well as other ways to minister to children and youth.

The church plans to have a naming and dedication ceremony for the new building.

Looking Back at Christmas Past —
Bethany Presbyterian Church, Lumberton, NC

A visit to Lumberton, N.C. traveling down Highway 41 and Elizabethtown Road
will bring one to Bethany Presbyterian Church. With a castle-like entrance, the church
is built of gray stone trimmed with red brick. Two large stained glass windows call
one's attention to the giant pillars on either side of the entrance. There is also a
cascading stairway to the front door. Inside the vestibule is found an electric lift that
will take handicapped persons downstairs or up to the sanctuary.

November 2007, brought an invitation from Rev. Nash Odum, a member of the Robeson County History Museum
Committee to decorate the church for the Christmas holidays and to place the church on the historic tour in Lumberton.

Bethany was begun in 1875 in Lumberton in the homes of former slaves. White ministers served them. In 1876
Bethany Presbyterian Church was organized and members built a small white frame church. White ministers stilled served
the small congregation.

In 1903 Dr. John H. Hayswood was called as pastor of Bethany Presbyterian Church. About one half block below
the church a school was built called Bethany after the church. In those days Black Presbyterian Churches usually had a
school connected with the church so that African-American children could receive an education. The school was later
named Redstone Academy and was supported by the Board of National Missions and the ladies of Redstone Presbytery
in Pennsylvania.

The present gray stone church was begun in 1932 and completed in 1938.

Bethany Presbyterian women accepted the invitation to decorate the church early for the Christmas tour. The
date was December 8". Mrs. Doris Faulk along with her husband Crawford and Reginald McFarland labored for several
weeks decorating the church. They used greenery, wreaths, masses of poinsettias, lights and live green trees. The
sanctuary, the classrooms, vestibule, offices and the dining room were all showing their Christmas best.

The historic tour included eight homes and three churches. All structures were built years ago and were beautiful in all
their Christmas splendor.

As for Bethany Presbyterian Church many visitors came to see the castle-looking church on Elizabethtown Road.
The interest was high and the committee was elated. Persons greeting visitors upstairs at the door were Doris Faulk,
Linder Sammons, Helen George, Shirley Stockton, and Rev. Parker. Greeters downstairs were Willie Mac McNeill, Geno
Brunson, Robert Gavin and Reginald McFarland. Guides explaining the history of Bethany Church were Cecelia Boykins
and Linder Sammons who have been members of Bethany since they were infants.
Members of the church family enjoyed the gaily decorated church. Christmas parties were enjoyed more than ever. The
women stated that they would carry out some of the same activities next year for the congregation.
